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ACCPL Changes Version 6.10.02 June 11, 2002

Prior to Version 6.10.02 your Automatic Credit Card Payment List was a school-wide list.  It contained credit card information for students and families in all studios and all years.  There was just one list.

Starting with Version 6.10.02 you will have an ACCPL for each year and studio.  This will avoid a number of problems.

So, if you are in 2001-02 and you create the New Year 2002-03, the ACCPL that you used for 2001-02 will not be transferred from 2001-02 to 2002-03.  You will have no 2002-03 ACCPL.  So, if you put Sally Green, a new student in 2002-03 on the list, she will not be on the previous list 2001-02.

However, if you transfer some students from 2001-02 who were on that ACCPL, those students will still show the red asterisk.  There is a new operation that you can use to remove all students and families from your ACCPL.  You should do that because the asterisk is only meaningful for 2001-02 since there is no ACCPL for 2002-03.  Before removing all students and families, make sure that you printed out a list from the previous year so you can more easily create the new list after verifying that your clients do want to continue that practice.

You can find the new operation by clicking Income from the Main Window, then Automatic Credit Card Payment.  It is menu item 5.

After installing Version 6.10.02 you will have problems accessing the ACCPL for last year.  This is because CompuDance can’t find it in your year/studio folder.  Don’t panic.  Call us and we will help you place that file in the proper folder so CompuDance can access it.
